Councils and IQP Industry working side by side for IQPs
A project group comprised of IQP industry reps and Council regional registrars and senior managers has been working on the formation of the national register of IQPs. This was due to the fact that IQPs will NOT transition to become LBPs in November 2010 but the status quo prevails.

Those involved agreed that a national procedure, one stop shop is necessary and that it should not be left up to individual Councils or regions to continue to do different things. To that end the group has been working through the issues to present the Department of Building and Housing with a way forward. To that end a NZ IQP Registration Board Inc has been formed.
